shows for compliance with all state and federal regulatory statutes that apply to the sale
and transfer of firearms. Detective Morton said, in his opinion, The Crossroads of the
West Gun Show was more a sports show. He based that on the fact that the show appears
to have just as many vendors selling hunting equipment, clothes and accessories as
firearms. In fact, he said the promoter should call it the “CROSSROADS OF THE
WEST SPORTS SHOW?” instead of gun show.

Detective Morton said that any firearm sold or transferred at the Crossroads of the West
Gun Show must meet the same requirements as if the firearm was purchased from an off-
site licensed vendor. All sales and transfers are subject to compliance with Penal Code
sections 12071 and 12072 that regulate Gun Shows. In essence, those particular statutes
requires the purchaser and seller to:

e produce valid identification and a firearms safety certificate

e prepare a CA. Dept. of Justice dealer record of sale

¢ prepare a Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms form 4473 (federal record of sale
form)

¢ wait the required ten day waiting period for both the state and federal authorities to do
a background check to determine if the person is qualified to own a firearm. This
applies to any transaction whether from a vendor or via private parties.

The only exception to the above requirements is for firearms made prior to 1898 and are
classified as antiques.

As for the promoter of the Crossroads of the West Gun Show, Mr. Bob Templeton,
Detective Morton said he was in full compliance with the requirements set-forth in Penal
Code section 12071 which regulate gun shows. Those requirements are:

o that he possess a Certificate of Eligibility issued by the California Department of
Justice. This certificate is issued after a thorough background check is completed on
the applicant.

» that he produce a list of all vendors that sell firearms (35 of the 265 gun show vendors)
72 hours prior to the event. Detective Morton and the California Department of
Justice validates that they are all licensed vendors.

As for actual vendors, Detective Morton said that all vendors that participate in the gun
show are in compliance with all the state and federal regulations. They all possess the
following documents:

o Federal Firearms License issued by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms.

o Certificate of Eligibility issued by the California Department of Justice.

o sellers permit issued by the State Board of Equalization.

o California Firearms Dealer (CFD) number issued by the California Department of
Justice. This certificate validates that the vendor is a fully licensed California gun
dealer. Participating in a gun show is an extension of the dealer’s retail business. In
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essence, selling and transfer of a firearm must meet the same legal requirements as if
the firearm was purchased at a licensed retail shop.

e any firearm purchased must be retained by the dealer for ten days before being
transferred to the purchaser. This allows the state and federal government to do a
thorough background check. In the case of private party transactions, a licensed
vendor must facilitate the transaction and retain possession of the firearm for the ten

days. A fee is charge to the purchaser to off-set any administrative overhead incurred
by the vendor.

In order to ensure compliance with the aforementioned regulatory statutes and in
accordance with section 12071.1(8) (i) Gun Show Security plan, Detective Morton, in
cooperation and support with District Security, conducts both an overt and covert
inspection of all our gun shows. Each gun show is policed by four uniformed San Diego
County Deputy Sheriffs and a team of undercover Detectives from the Sheriff’s
Licensing and Explosive Ordnance Unit. Their mission is to:

e observe firearm transactions and compliance with all appropriate state and federal
statutes.

e monitor private party transactions

¢ Jook for any illegal weapons

* monitor the crowd for any parole violators or any other person prohibited from owning
a firearm

It should also be noted that Agents from the California Department of Justice and the
Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms do site inspections as well.

Detective Morton, at the time, stated that the Crossroads of the West Gun Show was in
full compliance with local, state and federal regulatory statutes. In his tenure of
monitoring the Gun Show nominal violations had been recorded. In addition to Detective
Morton’s assessment of the Crossroads of the West Gun Show, the Criminal Justice
Information Services Division of the State Attorney General’s Office also stated that the
Crossroads of the West Gun Show was in full compliance with all applicable laws of the
state and federal government. Detective Morton said that most of the publicity in
reference to gun show loopholes was associated with states that do not have regulatory
statutes pertaining to the possession, sale and transfer of weapons at gun shows.

Detective Morton also addressed the issue of firearms that meet the definition of an
assault weapon. Detective Morton said that the California Assault Weapons Control Act
includes a list of semiautomatic firearms which are identified “assault weapons”.
Accordingly, those firearms which are specified in Penal Code section 12276 are assault
weapons and are illegal to possess, sell or transfer by any means. Fully automatic
weapons are illegal and CANNOT be obtained at gun shows.

As to the recent passage of Proposition 63, the sales of ammunition at the gun show will
have to meet all the legal requirements of the State ballot measure. In regards to the sale
of ammunition, purchasers will be required to obtain a permit from the California
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Department of Justice. In reference to firearm safety, prior to purchasing and taking
possession of a firearm, the purchaser must take a firearms safety course and upon
successfully passing the test will be issued a Firearms Safety Certificate which is required
to purchase a firearm.

As Chief of Security for the 22" DAA, I routinely inspect the gun show and on a regular
basis communicate with the San Diego Sheriff’s Department re: compliance with all the
applicable laws and regulations and the Security Plan required by the California
Department of Justice Firearms Division. I recently spoke to Detective Jaime Rodriguez
of the Sheriff’s North Coastal Station who supervises the four Deputies assigned to the
gun show security detail and Detective Stacey Smith who is assigned to the Sheriff’s
Licensing Division. Both Detectives said the Crossroads of the West Gun Show is in
complete compliance with all the local, State and Federal laws that govern gun shows and
that there have not been any violations of law. Both Detectives had high praise for the
show promoters and the 22" DAA staff,

In addition, the District is in full compliance with the Division of Fairs and Expositions
rules and regulations that mandates that all District Agricultural Associations include
specific language and terms into all contracts for shows and events where participants
display, possess or sell firearms or other weapons.

The CROSSROADS OF THE WEST GUN SHOW has been affiliated with the District
for approximately 30 years. Robert R. Templeton is the president of the show and
produces fifty two (52) gun shows each year in California, Arizona, Utah, Colorado and
Nevada. He is a chartered member of the National Association of Arms Shows, an
organization of gun show producers whose rules include the strictest compliance with the
law and safety requirements of any gun shows in America. Approximately thirteen (5%)
percent of the 265 vendors that participate in the Crossroads of the West Gun show sell
firearms. Currently, his daughter-in-law, Tracey Olcottt, manages the event and is the
holder of the required Certificate of Eligibility issued by the California Department of
Justice.

In my considered opinion, as Chief of Security for the 22" DAA for the last 17 years, the
CROSSROADS OF THE WEST GUN SHOWS (5 per year) are in compliance with all
the local, state and federal regulatory statutes and have operated without any violations of
those laws. Under the laws of the State of California you must comply with all the laws
of purchasing, selling and/or transferring of firearms at a gun show as you would at
licensed gun dealer’s store. Due to the strict California gun show regulations there are no
so called loop holes that you so often hear about in the media.

It should be further noted, that in 2016 California voters passed Proposition 63, which
will comprehensively regulate ammunition sales in California. Per Proposition 63,
beginning January 1, 2018 the following rules and laws governing the sale ammunition in
the State of California will take effect:
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¢ Beginning January 1, 2018, individuals who sell more than 500 rounds of
ammunition in any month will be required to obtain an annual state issued license
and will be required to conduct ammunition sales at specified business location or
gun shows.

¢ State of California Department of Justice will issue ammunition vendor licenses
to individuals who provide specified documentation, including a certificate of
eligibility verifying that they passed a background check. Those dealers already
licensed as firearm dealers are precluded.

s Dealers will be required to report loss or theft of ammunition from their inventory.

¢ Ammunition sales will have to be conducted by or processed through a licensed
vendors.

s Beginning July 1, 2019, licensed ammunition vendors will be required to record,
maintain and report to DOJ records of ammunition sales in a manner similar to
dealer’s records of sales for firearms purchases.

e Beginning July 1, 2019, licensed ammunition vendors will be prolnblted from
selling or transferring ammunition until first conducting a background check to
verify that the person receiving the ammunition is legally eligible.

¢ Ammunition cannot be sold to anyone under the age of 18. Handgun ammunition
can only be sold to those 21 years of age or older.

e All ammunition at Gun Shows must be displayed in closed containers. In
addition, no person at a Gun Show in California, other than Security personnel or
sworn peace officers, can possess at the same time both a firearm and ammunition
that is designed to be fired in the firearm.

&E}N SHOWS IN THE STATE Of CALIFORNIA -

Californla has already addresaed the issues of individual, unregulated gun sales and high-
capacity magazines at gun shows. Assembly BIl 295, the so-called Gun Show Regulatory
Bill, i¢ the law at gun shows in California. Several of its provisions ares

« All firearm sales must he mndmted thmugﬁ a fully-YHeensed dealer,

Licensing Is handled by the Californta Department of Justice, and to become a fully-licensed
dealer you must have local law-gaforcement approval, a premises from which o do
business, a Federal Firearms License, a local business Heense and a Callfornia sales tax
Hcense, '

o Background checks are conducted for all firparms sales atgun shows,

Individual [unlicensed) sellers of firgarms are required to process the sale of any firgarm’
through a fully-licensed Arearms dealer. The dealer conducts a background check through
the California Department of Justice, which checks to see if a buyer has any criminal or
mantal haalth history before authorizing any firearm sale to proceed.

¢ Dealer Report of Sale.

California requires, in addition to the Federal Porm 4473 mandated for firearm transfers, 8
Dealer Report of Sale. (DROS) The DROS, initiates a criminal background check which
includes federal and state erimingl record databases.

Gun shows which are held at the Del Mar Fairgrounds are produced by Crossroads of the West Gun
Shows. The Del Mar Fair and Crossroads have a long-standing business relationship. Crossroads has
been producing gun shows at the Fairgrounds for 26 years.

All of the gun shows which Crossroads has produced have been without incident, and the relationship
with the Board and management of Del Mar Fairgrounds is in good standing. The contractural
arrangement with Crossroads requires the following provisions:

Compliance with all federal and state laws, including the strictly enforced provisions of the Gun Show
Regulatory provisions of tha California Penal Code,

No assault weapons, as defined by California law, are permitted to be sold or displayed at the shows.
No high-capacity magazines are sold or displayed at the show. All firearms sales are conducted by
ficensed dealers, and no firearms are delivered to purchasers ot the shows. They must complete the
required background check (California Department of Justice) and the federal NICS check, which is
administered by the California D.0.J. The purchaser may not take delivery of the firearm at the show.
The dealer is required to take the firearm to their shop, hold it for ten days and get clearance from the
California D.0.J. prior to delivering it to the purchaser. The purchaser must go to the dealer’s location,
after the ten-day waiting permd io pick up the firearm. No firearms are delivered at the show.

The show is regularly monitored by undercover officers from the California Department of Justice and
the federal Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives. Uniformed Deputies from the San
Diego Sheriff's Department also monitor activities inside the show and at the show entry and exit.

Signage is posted at the entry and throughout the show reminding exhibitors and members of the public
of the required compliance with all federal and state laws.

Each firearm brought to the show by members of the public is checked, cleared and securely tied to be
rendered inoperable by the Crossroads safety offlcer, under the direct supervision of Deputies from the
San Diego Sheriff's Department .

Firearm dealers are required to inspect, clear and tie all firearms and render them inoperable. Show
safety officers monitor tables prior to opening the show. Multiple public address announcements are
made reminding everyone of the requirement that every firearm in the show be tied with the nylon
cable to be rendered inoperable, Separate public address system announcements are made before
show opening and during the show reminding everyone of the requirement to comply with all state and
federal laws governing firearms and other weapons such as knives, etc.

Crossroads of the West Gun Shows
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Fair board to consider ban on gun shows at Del Mar
Fairgrounds

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Gun shows at the Del Mar Fairgrounds could end after Dec. 31 under a proposal to be considered Tuesday by the
board that runs the state-owned property.

Safety must be the top priority at the public facility, said Steven Shewmaker, president of the nine-member 22nd
District Agricultural Assn. board of directors, which oversees all activities at the fairgrounds.

An incident Sunday sharpened the focus on safety at the seaside venue, when a disgruntled customer unable to get
a ticket to a rap concert pulled out a handgun and began shooting. Deputies quickly returned fire, wounding the
man before he hit anyone.

“It just reinforces the need for improved security,” Shewmaker said Friday of the incident.

A dramatic increase in gun violence nationwide in recent years has brought new concerns about the event. The
fairgrounds installed metal detectors at the show’s entrances for the first time in July.

More extensive precautions, including a possible ban on all firearms, will be considered at 10 a.m. Tuesday at a
fair board meeting that’s been moved from the usual headquarters on the fairgrounds to the nearby Surfside Race
Place off-track betting facility to accommodate the expected crowd. Additional security also will be provided,
Shewmaker said.

“This in effect is banning the gun show,” said Michael Schwartz, executive director of the San Diego County Gun
Owners organization and a leading advocate for the event, on Friday. “We are completely and totally opposed.”

Shewmaker and one other director, Richard Valdez, are on the board’s contracts oversight committee, which
made the recommendation to the board. They are suggesting the shows cease until the district “considers the
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show to his daughter, Tracy Olcott, who has no record. h

The Del Mar fair board has asked the state Department of Justice to investigate the Templeton family’s
background and whether they are qualified to run the shows. So far, the department has not responded to
questions about whether an investigation is underway.

An attorney for Olcott, Tiffany D. Cheuvront, said in an Aug. 31 letter to fairgrounds Chief Executive Tim Fennell
that efforts to end the gun show are discriminatory.

“There is a concerted effort being made to push Crossroads out of public venues because a well-organized interest
group does not agree with the beliefs of the guests who attend gun shows,” Cheuvront states. “But these gun show
opponents should not be allowed to deem lawful activity ‘bad’ just because they don’t agree with it.”

Any change in the Del Mar show, which has been held five weekends a year for almost 30 years, faces strident
opposition from firearms enthusiasts.

Hundreds of members of the San Diego County Gun Owners and the California Rifle and Pistol Assn. are expected
to attend Tuesday’s meeting and ask for the renewal of the Crossroads contracts.

San Diego County Gun Owners has collected thousands of letters from county residents in support of the show.
More than a dozen of those letters were submitted by various city council members, many of whom represent
areas with high concentrations of firearms enthusiasts.

Three city councils near the fairgrounds — Del Mar, Solana Beach and Encinitas — have passed resolutions
opposing the gun shows. The Santee City Council in East County on Wednesday became the first to go on record
in support of the show.

Dear Mr. Fennell:

We are writing on behalf of our client B & L Productions, Incorporated (“B & L") dba
Crossroads of the West Gun Shows (“Crossroads™).

There is currently an ongoing and well-coordinated and organized effort by well financed
lobbying groups in the state to end gun shows throughout California, and to eliminate these forums of
ideas and legal commerce. These groups want to eliminate any event where individuals who believe in
the right to keep and bear arms might gather. To that end, these groups have repeatedly made
misleading and disparaging statements, spread rumors and innuendo, and made false accusations as
they attempt to discredit and demonize a lawfully operating business. This smear campaign to
demonize gun shows and its owners is being used to advance their attacks on gun shows in the hope
that the boards governing these public forums, like the Del Mar Fairgrounds, will be convinced to no
longer allow gun shows to take place on the public property that they oversee.

In response to the false and misleading reports and inaccurate public comments that have been
submitted to the Board of Directors for the Del Mar Fairgrounds, we provide the following
information.

1. The Promoters of the Crossroads Gun Shows Have Been Vetted and Approved by the
California Department of Justice (“D0OJ”)

The DOJ is the responsible government agency for conducting background checks on persons
who apply for a Certificate Of Eligibility (“COE”). COE’s are required for promoters of gun shows in
California.!

Tracy Olcott and her brother Robert J. Templeton have each had background checks by and
issued a COE from the California DOJ. (Exhibit I)

California law provides that a CEO is issued to a person, but not to a company. A COE is
basically an ongoing background check of an individual person that occurs routinely at least every
year. Unless an individual person applying for a COE is prohibited from owning or possessing
firearms, the DOJ “shall” issue a COE to the eligible individual.> A COE applicant is not required to
provide information about family members, friends, company information, or acquaintances to obtain a
COE. Approval is based upon the individual applicant passing the DOJ background check process.

Under penalty of perjury, the DOJ has noted that it has issued Tracy Olcott a valid COE
credential to operate the Crossroads Gun Shows.

2. The DOJ Conducts Background Checks On All Registered Vendors at Gun Shows.
Gun Show Operators Do Not Have Access to These State Records Databases.

Opponents of Crossroads have attempted to connect Crossroads to a gun show vendor/
exhibitor who was arrested for selling armor piercing ammunition in another state.

Each week that a gun show takes place, a list of all exhibitors/vendors who want to sell
firearms at a gun show is submitted to the DOJ for approval. Included on this list are the seller’s
addresses, phone numbers, driver’s license number and their COE license number issued by DOJ (all
vendors of firearms and ammunition at a gun show must possess a valid COE from the DOJ).

Only those vendors/individuals with approval from the DOJ can facilitate a sale of firearm or
ammunition at a gun show. No one wants unlawful sales to occur at gun shows (or anywhere). That is
why both Crossroads and the DOJ make sure that background checks have been completed on each
gun show vendor/exhibitor, and that each vendor/exhibitor is properly licensed to sell firearms or
ammunition.

As far as we know, no illegal sales have occurred at a Crossroads show. If the opponents of gun
show do not like the vendor approval process dictated by state law, they should take this up with the
legislature or the DOJ, since it is DOJ’s responsibility to approve all vendors/exhibitors requiring a
COE to do business at gun shows.

3. Illegal Transactions Are Not Occurring at Crossroads Gun Shows

Gun shows are some of the most heavily regulated events in the entire state. California gun
shows are some of the most regulated shows in the entire country. (Exhibit 2) Both local police
officers and DOJ special agents (both uniform and undercover) patrol every single Crossroads gun
show. Local and state law enforcement agencies work with Crossroads security personnel to ensure the
safety and security of all guests and attendees.

To be clear: there is a very strict and comprehensive process to purchase a firearm in
California, and that process applies throughout the state, including at gun shows. Every single firearm
sold in California must be transferred through a state and federally licensed firearm dealer (“FFL”).
The FFL keeps detailed records of the transaction and the buyer as required by state and federal law. A
potential firearm purchaser must pass both a written and physical test to qualify for a state issued
Firearm Safety Certificate. Before a firearm can be transferred to a buyer, the buyer must pass a
background check conducted by the DOJ. The purchaser must wait at least 10 days before they can
take possession of a firearm. No gun purchases are actually completed at any California gun show. The
sale can only be initiated through a properly licensed FFL at a gun show, but the actual transfer and
delivery takes place at least ten days later, at a registered commercial FFL storefront. For each step of
the process the FFL must complete the proper federal paperwork and record the transaction both online
and in a record book which is audited by DOJ and ATF. The process for purchasing a firearm at a gun
show is the same as if it were purchased at any retail store. There are no exceptions to this process for
gun shows. (Exhibit 3)

Opponents reference a 2013 lawsuit in which the City Attorney for San Francisco initiated
litigation against several companies that sold legal magazine repair kits in California, alleging that
those kits were being used to make illegal “large capacity” ammunition magazines. B&L was one of
several defendants in that action. B&L was quickly released from the suit. Significantly, at no time was
B&L itself accused of selling illegal magazines. Rather, the City accused B&L of allowing these legal
repair kits to be sold by vendors/exhibitors at Crossroads shows, somehow knowing that the legal
repair kits would be used to make illegal “large capacity” magazines after the buyer took the repair kit
home. Of course, Crossroads had no way of knowing whether these legal repair kits were being
misused by some buyers to make illegal magazines. Nonetheless, once this was brought to B&L’s
attention, Crossroads voluntarily banned its vendors/exhibitors from selling these legal repair Kits.

Opponents of the gun show have twisted that action brought by San Francisco and now claim
that B & L was “selling ‘large capacity magazines’” at Crossroads gun shows in violation of state law.
To be clear, neither Crossroads nor B & L sold any such thing. The vendors and exhibitors at the
Crossroads show sell things. Some vendors were apparently selling magazine repair kits -- which were
legal to sell in California at the time of the action. Again, all transactions were conducted under the
watchful eye of law enforcement. Significantly, page three of this settlement and order notes that these
repair kits may continue to be sold. (Exhibit 4) To present the facts of this case as if Crossroads was
“caught” in some kind of illegal activity is simply deceitful and misleading.

4. Mr. Templeton’s Right to Possess Firearms Has Been Fully Restored

Opposition to the gun show also insinuate that Bob Templeton, namesake and retired head of B
& L, is a dangerous criminal that the Board should not be doing business with. Mr. Templeton has
explained in the past that he did have a very old, non-violent, federal conviction from 1980 that did not
occur in the state of California. Mr. Templeton was essentially given probation for this offense, but the
conviction did result in Mr. Templeton femporarily losing his right to possess firearms. But because
this was a non-violent offense and he was expressly determined by the prosecutor and the court to not
be a threat to public safety (Exhibit 5), in 1989 Mr. Templeton had his rights to acquire, transfer,
receive, ship and possess firearms fully restored under the law.

The 1968 Gun Control Act provides that a person is not considered “convicted” if he has had
his civil rights restored or set aside as Mr. Templeton has.? Since his conviction was vacated* and
rights restored, Mr. Templeton’s conviction has been expunged and he is legally eligible for and could
be issued a COE and be a promoter of a gun show in California if he wanted to.

5. Viewpoint Discrimination

Viewpoint discrimination is not always written or spoken, more often it is carried out less
visibly through the exercise of governmental discretion. Viewpoint discrimination by government
bodies is particularly disfavored by the courts. When one interest group attempts to exercise their will
over others, demands that their opinion is more valuable or “right” than others, and attempts to censor
the other viewpoint, that is viewpoint discrimination.

“A common sense understanding of the prohibition against viewpoint discrimination is that
government should be prevented from intervening into an ongoing political controversy by silencing
one side of the dispute.”’ Justice Alito in a 2017 Supreme Court opinion noted that “[w]e have said
time and again that the public expression of ideas may not be prohibited merely because the ideas are
themselves offensive to some of the hearers.”® The Court has further noted that “Commercial speech is
no exception,” the Court explained, that the principle of the First Amendment “requires heightened
scrutiny whenever the government creates a regulation of speech because of disagreement with the
message it conveys.”’” Unlike content based discrimination, discrimination based on viewpoint,
including a regulation that targets speech for its offensiveness, remains of serious concern in the
commercial context.?

There is a concerted effort being made to push Crossroads out of public venues because a well-
organized interest group does not agree with the beliefs of the guests who attend gun shows. But these

gun show opponents should not be allowed to deem lawful activity “bad” just because they don’t agree
with it. Selling firearms, while heavily regulated, is s7ill a lawful activity in the state of California.
Allowing discriminatory actions to be taken against B & L based on the opposing viewpoint is
unconstitutional. If these opponents don’t like the educational, patriotic, self-reliance, natural resource
conservation, and other messages being sent at the Crossroads show, their remedy is simple. Don’t
attend.

Our client again requests that the Board continue the good relationship it has with B & L and
Crossroads and continue to honor upcoming contracts. B &L goes above and beyond to maintain a safe
and family friendly show that teaches the public about safety, legal aspects of firearm ownership, and
the constitutional rights of those who choose to own a firearm.

The government has essentially given itself a monopoly on venues large enough to be suitable
for holding an event like a Crossroads gun show. The Board should end this relentless effort to ban the
use of a public forum to conduct lawful and immensely popular events that are suitable for all ages to
attend.

As a threshold matter, firearm transfers are prohibited from taking place at any gun
show in California absent very limited exceptions applicable to law enforcement.! Instead, all
transactions must generally be processed by a California licensed ﬁrearms dealer.? This allows the
dealer to conduct the necessary background check, ensure the firearm is properly registered to the
purchaser, and to hold the firearm for the required 10-day waiting period before delivering it to the
purchaser.’

1. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL GUN SHOW PRODUCERS AND VENDORS

All gun show producers must possess a valid certificate of eligibility issued by the California
Department of Justice, and must:

e Certify that they are familiar with all California laws regarding gun shows;
e Possess a minimum of $1,000,000 liability insurance;

e Provide an annual list of shows or events to be held to the California Department of Justice;
and,

¢ Notify the California Department of Justice no later than 30 days prior to the gun show or event
of any changes to the above.*

Producers must make available to law enforcement a complete and accurate list of all vendors
that will participate in the show for the purposes of selling, leasing, or transferring firearms.’

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Producers must prepare an annual event and security plan and schedule to the California
Department of Justice and any local law enforcement agency. The plan must include:

e The type of show or event;

o The estimated number of vendors offering firearms for sale or display;
e The estimated number of attendees;

e The number of entrances and exits at the event;

e The location, dates, and times of the event;

o The contact person and telephone number for both the producer and the facility;

o The number of sworn peace officers employed by the producer or facility’s manager who will
be present at the event; and,

e The number of non-sworn security personnel employed by the producer of the facility’s
manager who will be present at the event.®

Producers must inform prospective vendors of all California laws regarding gun shows.”

Producers must submit a list of all prospective vendors and designated firearm transfer agents
who are licensed firearms dealers to the California Department of Justice no later than seven days prior
to the event for the purpose of determining whether the vendors possess a valid license and are thus
eligible to participate in the event.® If it is determined that a vendor does not possess a valid license,
the California Department of Justice will notify the producer prior to the commencement of the event,
and will then prohibit the vendor from participating in the event.’

If a licensed firearms dealer fails to cooperate with a producer, or fails to comply with all
applicable California laws, that dealer will be prohibited from participating in the event, !0

If a producer fails to inform all prospective vendors of California’s laws, or fails to submlt a list
of all prospective vendors to the California Department of Justice, the event cannot commence.

All producers must have written contracts with each vendor selling firearms at the event.'?

Producers must post signs in a readily visible location at each public entrance to the event that
includes all of the following notices:

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o “This gun show follows all federal, state, and local firearms and weapons laws, without
exception.

e Any firearm carried onto the premises by any member of the public will be checked, cleared of
any ammunition, and secured in a manner that prevents it from being operated, and an
identification tag or sticker will be attached to the firearm before the person is allowed
admittance to the show.

e No member of the public under the age of 18 years shall be admitted to the show unless
accompanied by a parent, grandparent, or legal guardian.

o All firearms transfers between private parties at the show shall be conducted through a licensed
dealer in accordance with applicable state and federal laws.

e Persons possessing firearms at this facility must have in their immediate possession
government-issued photo identification and display it upon the request to any security officer or

any peace officer, as defined in Section 830.”!3

Producers must also post signs in a readily visible location at each entrance to the parking lot at
the event stating:

e “The transfer of firearms on the parking lot of this facility is a crime.”!*

A willful failure of a producer to comply with any of California’s applicable laws is considered
a misdemeanor punishable with a fine of up to $2,000 and will render the producer ineligible for a gun
show producer’s license for one year.!> Subsequent offenses are grounds for suspension of a
producer’s certificate of eligibility.'

A willful failure of a producer to post the required signs is considered a misdemeanor
punishable with a fine of up to $1,000 for the first offense and up to $2,000 for subsequent offenses.!”
Subsequent offenses will render the producer ineligible for a gun show producer license for one year. 13

1I. THE GUN SHOW ENFORCEMENT AND SECURITY ACT OF 2000

The Gun Show Enforcement and Security Act of 2000 was part of a larger policy debate about
banning gun shows in the state. Thanks to testimony offered by DOJ representatives which warned
legislators that banning gun shows would push gun sales into the black market, more restrictions on
gun shows were implemented as safeguards. Just this week, in the California State Legislative
Hearings of the Public Safety Committee, again the DOJ position that banning gun shows would
be detrimental to safety and keeping these transactions out in the open was echoed by
Assemblyman Quirk when he stated that “that this is a situation where [at gun shows] all of the
laws are observed and if people don’t buy a gun here, I am worried that they will buy a gun in a

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place where all of those laws are not observed.”® Assemblyman Quirk refused to support a bill that
would shut down a gun show in the state.
All gun show vendors must certify in writing to the show’s producer that they:

e Will not display, possess, or offer for sale any firearms, knives, or weapons for which
possession or sale is prohibited,;

e Acknowledge that they are responsible for knowing and complying with all applicable federal,
state, and local laws dealing with the possession and transfer of firearms;

e Will not engage in activities that incite or encourage hate crimes;
e Will process all transfers of firearms through licensed firearms dealers as required by state law;

o  Will verify that all firearms in their possession will be unloaded, and that the firearms will be
secured in a manner that prevents them from being operated except for brief periods when the
mechanical condition of the firearm is being demonstrated to a prospective buyer;

e Have provided all required information to the producer under Penal Code section 27320; and,
e Will not display or possess black powder or offer it for sale.?

All firearms transfers at gun shows must be processed in accordance with all applicable state
and federal laws.?!

Ammunition may only be displayed in closed original factory boxes or other closed containers,
with the only exception for showing the ammunition to a prospective buyer.?

Before participating in an event, every vendor who intends to sell firearms must provide the
producer with all of the following information relative to the vendor, the vendor’s employees, and
other persons, compensated or not, who will be working or otherwise providing services to the public
at the vendor’s display space:

e The person’s complete name;
e The person’s driver’s license or state-issued identification card number; and,
e The person’s date of birth.??
The producer must keep all vendor information at the onsite headquarters of the event and

regular place of business for two weeks after the conclusion of the event and make available the
information to any peace officer upon request.**

All vendors and their employees must wear a name tag indicating their first and last name.?

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No person other than security personnel or law enforcement are allowed to possess both a
firearm and ammunition for that firearm at the same time, with the exception of vendors who are
selling both.?

No member of the public under 18 years of age may enter the event or be permitted to remain
unless accompanied by a parent or legal guardian.?’

Anyone other than security or law enforcement who brings a firearm into the event must have
the firearm checked, cleared of any ammunition, secured in a manner that prevents them from being
operated, and have a tag or sticker attached to the firearm prior to being allowed admittance. 28 The tag
or sticker must state that all firearm transfers must be conducted through a licensed dealer in
accordance with all applicable state and federal laws, and must also include the owner’s signature,
printed name, and identification number from the owner’s government-issued identification. 2

Any person who possess a firearm at a gun show or event must have a government-issued
photo identification in their immediate possession and must display it upon request to any security
personnel or peace officer.*

Any unintentional first-time violations of the Gun Show Enforcement and Security Act of 2000
are considered infractions.’! However, willful violations and subsequent offenses are considered
misdemeanors.*?

Crossroads of the West Gun Shows have continued to make improvements to their operation
protocols which may serve to address some concerns by community members. In addition to
complying will all applicable laws, Crossroads Gun Shows have implanted the following additional
safety procedures including:

e Retaining the services of a retired California DOJ Bureau of Firearms Enforcement Officer to
actively monitor activities at shows and insure compliance with state laws;

e Actively surveilling the shows to ensure all merchandise at the shows is legal and compliant
with all applicable laws;

Increased scrutiny of anyone bringing in a personal firearm for the purposes of repair, appraisal,
or repair;

Education of attendees regarding current transfer of firearm laws and that any such transfer
must be through a licensed dealer per applicable law;

Enforcing new laws regarding ammunition sales where ammunition must be kept behind a
barrier and out of reach of the public and only licensed dealers may sell ammunition;

All employees of any ammunition seller must have a background check and be in possession of
a valid Certificate of Eligibility issued by the California DOJ; and,

Stricter monitoring of shows by contracted security personnel to ensure that no one under the
age of 18 is admitted without a supervising adult.
PROHIBITING LAWFUL ACTIONS AT GUN SHOWS WOULD VIOLATE CONSTITUTIONAL

PRINCIPLES

Any proposal requiring the Show to be discontinued would be problematic since it would likely

be unconstitutional and lead to possible litigation. Banning the Show would be an improper content-
based restriction that violates the First Amendment, unduly and unjustly burdens activity protected by
the Second Amendment, and makes classifications affecting those fundamental rights in violation of
the Fourteenth Amendment’s Equal Protection Clause.
